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Sikhism believes that everyone is subject to Reincarnation, which means that when we die, the soul will be reborn into a body, which can be human, animal or other life form.

According to Sikhism, Buddhism and the Hindus, there 8.4 Million species of life forms. (The classification of species in the East is not the same as in the West re:- Lineus). 

Whereas, Islam like Christianity believe that upon death we will either go to Hell or Heaven depending on whether we were “believers” or non-believers. 

Sikhism rejects this idea completely. The idea of Heaven in the Skies and Hell in the bowekls of the earth is not recognised. The Sikhs believe that peace of Mind and leading a piou life is Heaven, forgetting the Creator and getting involved in selfish, egocentric pursuits leads to problems that create Hell for humans. 

Sikhism believes that the Soul (Atma) is immortal because it is part of the All-Soul (ParaAtma- God) but is separated from Him through identifying itself with the Ego. Man’s ego takes him/her further and further away from God. Sikhs believe that every individual is the sole architect of his/her own future.

Coming and going, people wander through reincarnation; they act according to their past actions(SGGS 59-15, M1)
They go through the cycle of 8.4 million reincarnations, and they are ruined through death and rebirth (SGGS 88-10, M3)
According to Islam and Christanity, physical death is the end and those who are saved will go to Heaven or Paradise.

For Sikhs the ultimate aim is to merge into the creator

Death:

Muslims believe death is exactly like sleeping; complete with dreams (Quran 6:60, 40:46). The period between death and resurrection passes like one night of sleep (Quran 2:259; 6:60; 10:45; 16:21; 18:11, 19, 25; 30:55). For the disbelievers, death is a horrible event; the angels beat them on the faces and rear ends as they snatch away their souls (Quran 8:50, 47:27, 79:1). 

Heaven and Hell according to Islam

Islam believes, Heaven already exists, since Adam and Eve were placed in it during their days of innocence (2:35). We learn from Sura 55 that there are two "High Heavens" - one for the humans and one for the jinns - and two "Lower Heavens" - one for the humans and one for the jinns. 
Paradise: (A fools Paradise?)

How it was depicted in the Qur’an in clear verses? Paradise in the Qur’an is a place full of of beautiful women and seducing virgins, grapes, and pomegranates. (Quran: 47:15, 87:31-33, 56:35-37, 56:22-23, 36:55-56, 55:56, 37:41-49)

In chapters 68:31-33 and 55:56, we are presented with the houris, who are assigned to fulfill men’s sexual pleasures. These houris are always virgins. Their sexual relationship with men does not affect their virginity. Every time men approach them, they find them always virgins. Their breasts are not hanging down loose. They are always firm. They do not age beyond thirty-three years of age. They are white with black, wide, charming eyes. Their skin is smooth. Women who died old on earth will be re-created virgins for the enjoyment of men. Read the following commentaries—Al Glalan (p. 328, pp. 451-453, p. 499), Al Baydawy (pp. 710, 711, 781), Al Zumakhary (part 4, pp. 690,453, 459-462

As we can see, the idea of Paradise is nothing more than a cheap way to lead intellectually hampered people into believing Islam is the way. There is NO proof of any Paradise apart from statements in the Qu’ran.

Reincarnation the evidence:

1. Law of Physics:

The First Law of Thermodynamics, which says energy and matter can be transformed from one to the other, but not created nor destroyed.

2. Near Death Experiences: NDE

There are numerous researchers who have been studying NDE in children & adults, across  all cultures. E.g. Dr E Kubler-Ross, R Moody, 

Evidence from an excellent and fascinating book Life After Life, by Raymond A. Moody, Jr. The book is a collection of accounts of people who had been pronounced dead but returned to consciousness. 

“…Through all of my research, however, I have not heard a single reference to a heaven or a hell or anything like the customary picture to which we are exposed in this society. Indeed, many persons have stressed how unlike their experiences were to what they had been led to expect in the course of their religious training. One woman who "died" reported: "I had always heard that when you die, you see both heaven and hell, but I didn't see either one." Another lady who had an out-of-body experience after severe injuries said, "The strange thing was that I had always been taught in my religious upbringing that the minute you died you would be right at these beautiful gates, pearly gates. But there I was hovering around my own physical body, and that was it! I was just baffled." Furthermore, in quite a few instances reports have come from persons who had no religious beliefs or training at all prior to their experiences, and their descriptions do not seem to differ in content from people who had quite strong religious beliefs” 

3. The Tibetan Book of the Dead not only recounts with remarkable accuracy the stages of near-death encounters (in agreement with Moody's observations), but it also says that reincarnation does occur, naturally

4. In the experimental technique of hypnotic regression, a subject under hypnosis is made to go back to successively earlier times in life. When told to go back beyond the earliest present-life experiences, many subjects tell stories about previous lives in earlier times and different places. Some of these stories can be checked, and have turned out to be amazingly accurate, even when it is definitely established that the subject could not have known about the events, people, and places described so accurately. Many impressive and well-documented cases of hypnotic regression exist (see, for example, Twenty Cases Suggestve of Reincarnation by Ian Stevenson, MD)

5. Another body of evidence for reincarnation comes from documented accounts of young children who, when they learn to talk, report knowledge of relationships to other families in distant places, with uncanny accuracy. (National Geographical, Horizon BBC)

As it was in the Medival ages, many Christians doubted Darwin, Gallileo and other, the world knows better now. Today, we see the same in Islam, where in the face of common sense, scientific evidence and proven inaccuracies in the Qu’ran, they remain blind of the reality of life and death. 

Time after time, we have seen the proof for reincarnation.
